means of transmission, but some
forms of the bacteria can penetrate
damaged or thin skin. For instance,
when dogs swim in contaminated
water, they may become infected
through their skin. There are many
different species and serovars of
Leptospira and the usual serovars
that affect dogs are Leptospira cani-
cola and Leptospira Icterohemor-
rhagiae. In recent years, other spe-
cies have become important in some
areas. These include L. pomona, L.
grippotyphosa , L. australis, and L.
bratislava. We have seen several
cases of Leptospirosis come through
our clinic in the last year and be-
cause the clinical signs are variable
and easily confused with other dis-
eases, definitive diagnosis can be
difficult.

Many Leptospira infections
go undetected, but other cases can
be life -threatening. The icterohem-
orrhagiae serovar is perhaps the

most dangerous. The three main
forms of the disease are hemor-
rhagic (bleeding), which causes
high fever with lethargy and loss of
appetite. Multiple small hemor-
rhages occur in the mouth and on
the whites of the eyes. Bloody diar-
rhea and vomiting may occur. This
form is often fatal. Also, the icteric or
jaundice (liver) form has a lot of the
same signs as the hemorrhagic form,
but it differs with the presence of
jaundice in the eyes, mouth, and the
skin. And the renal (kidney) form
causes kidney failure. These dogs
are very lethargic, anorexic, and
may vomit. Diarrhea, tongue ulcers,
offensive breath, and excessive
drinking and urinating are also pos-
sible signs. Dogs that survive the
acute renal form may be left with
chronic kidney disease.

The staff at Southlake Cross-
ing Animal Clinic strives to provide
the highest quality care for your pet
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(cont 6d)

and essentially, your family. Most
dogs with Leptospirosis require in-
tensive care in a veterinary hospital.
In avoidance of this, and possible
human contraction, we offer the lat-
est vaccination for the four main
strains of Leptospira. Our vaccine
has been formulated through the
new subunit technology that uses
only the antigen component of the
organism (that will produce an im-
mune response) instead of the entire
organism. As such, subunit vaccines
greatly reduce vaccine side effects
that occur with higher incidence in
bacteria -based vaccines, while pro-
viding durable protection from the
disease.
